This offer is also available to adults in England who earn less than the National Living Wage annually (£20,319) or who are unemployed. This is regardless of their prior qualification level.All 19 to 23 year olds can access courses for free through their legal entitlement to a first full Level 3 qualification.The National Skills Fund investments will help adults to gain the skills that are sought by employers. This will help them improve their job prospects, and support economic recovery.For more information and to see if you are eligible contact our Learning Advisors by email info@oncoursesouthwest.co.uk or telephone 01752 660713.Advanced Learner Loans to fund Level 3 qualifications for adultsFund your qualification with a learner loan, with nothing to pay until you earn over £25k a year.Advanced learner loans are available for learners aged 19+ to pay for course fees for qualifications at Level 3 or above. Advanced learner loans give people access to financial support for tuition costs similar to that available in higher education and are administered by Student Finance England.These loans are designed for adults that want to gain higher Level qualifications, which often lead to promotions or higher paid jobs. When you start to earn over £25,000 per year, the loan starts to be repaid, usually being taken directly from your salary, The loan doesn't depend on your current income and there are no credit checks. It's an ideal way to help you take the next step or give yourself the freedom to retrain.Paying Full FeesSome learners decide to pay fees for a Level 3 course.
